Jesus teaches them the ‘Our Father’. He asks them to pray for the
coming of the kingdom here on earth. The ‘Our Father’ also
addresses the spiritual and physical concerns of those who pray
it. It is a model for all prayer.

I recently saw a caption which read ‘God’s three answers to your
prayers:

1. Yes

2. Not Yet!

3. I have something better in mind’
God knows our deepest desires and He knows what is best for
each of us. While we are trying to figure out what that might be,

it would be useful to use the disciples’ prayer from today’s
Gospel — ‘Lord teach us to pray’.
