What do we truly thirst for? When do we begin to
grumble? Who do we actually notice standing in front
of us each day? These questions arise from our first
reading, but they all lead to one deeper question: “Is
the Lord among us or not?” That is the real issue.
Because how we answer it shapes how we live. So, as
an example, when a child cries at Mass and interrupts
our prayer, what do we notice? A disturbance — or the
Lord present in a young family doing their best? Do we
grumble and sigh in frustration, or do we smile, pray
for them, perhaps even offer a quiet word of
encouragement? If the Lord is truly among us, then He
is there in that moment, in that family, in that
perceived interruption. The Second Reading reminds us
that God’s love has already been poured into our
hearts and it’s this which helps us to think, notice and
respond differently. The living water is not distant. It
flows within us and can be transformative for others
when we ourselves drink deeply. Lent is an invitation
to let that living water transform our inner reactions—
our thoughts, our tone, our instincts—so as to
strengthen our outward actions and service. This helps
us move from irritation to compassion; from grumbling
to gratitude; from self-focus to love. So, let our prayer
be simple and sincere, like the Samaritan woman’s:
“Lord, give me this water.”

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CATECHESIS CORNER

Among the three pillars of Lent—prayer, almsgiving and fasting,
almsgiving is arguably the most overlooked. Highlighting the
importance of almsgiving in Christian life, Jesus said: “when
you give alms, sound no trumpet before you, as the hypocrites
do ---... But when you give alms, do not let your left hand
know what your right hand is doing” (Mt 6:2-3). Jesus did not
say ‘IF’ you give alms, but ‘WHEN’. Like fasting and prayer,
almsgiving is non-negotiable. Unfortunately, greed has been
one of the reasons why some people have more than they need
while others suffer in extreme poverty. It is also important to
note that everyone exhibits some level of greed, but the
proportion varies, with some persons having higher levels.
During Lent, the church encourages us to be more charitable
to those in need with our material goods than we have at any
other time of the year. According to the Catechism of the
Catholic Church: “The goods of creation are destined for the
entire human race” (n. 2452). The truth is material goods
cannot reach everyone unless we put them there— and that
requires effort. As with prayer and fasting, so with almsgiving,
we will find it easier to do IF we have a plan.

PARISH YOUNG ADULTS GROUP (AGED 18-35) St
Lawrence parish has launched a brand-new Young Adults
Group for those aged 18-35 who want to live their Christian
faith more fully and intentionally. In a fast-paced world that
often pushes Christ to the margins, this group offers a space to
slow down, reflect and support one another in putting Christ at
the centre of daily life. Meeting weekly, the group will gather
for 7pm Mass on Fridays, followed by an informal gathering in
the Parish centre, where we can talk honestly about our lives,
faith and how we can live more faithfully for God. As Pope Leo
XIV reminds us: "Aspire to great things, to holiness, wherever
you are. Do not settle for less." This group is an opportunity to
build genuine community, share challenges and encourage one
another because none of us is meant to journey alone.
